When one of the youth leaders, Teboho, joined MaAfrika Tikkun in 2007 he 

had no qualifications but he has since been trained and gained skills which 

enable him to teach children life skills and games. He is also involved 

in data collection for MaAfrika Tikkun and is now hoping to study IT.

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Alexandra ïA Time To Build & Grow

In January the construction started for the new Early Childhood Development

(ECD) centre in Alexandra Township, which will house an ECD centre as well

as a feeding kitchen, library and multimedia room and space to accommodate

karate, dance, drama and other recreational activities. This will be really exciting

as Alexandra is so densely populated that there is very little space for children

to play or get involved in sporting activities in a safe and secure environment.

The building in Alexandra is coming along well. We have managed to claim

back some of the days that we lost at the beginning of the year due to continual

rain. Despite the difficult conditions to build and deliver materials (no access for

big trucks), progress has been well managed and the buildings are due to be

completed in December. Once the centre is fully operational we will be running

a full ECD centre which will accommodate 150 children between the ages of 0

and 7 years. At this point in time we donôtoffer this facility at all from the centre

so this is a whole new intervention for the community.

In addition, there will be an extended youth development programme. We

currently have about 180-200 children coming to the centre in the afternoon. We

give informal homework support and run karate, cultural dance and drumming

programmes. With the establishment of the new centre we will be able to

significantly expand all the programmes both in depth of service delivery and the

number of children reached. We will be able to accommodate up to 300 more

children and youth in our after school programmes, the food security and

feeding programme will be extended to feed 400-500 children twice a day and

the psychosocial care giving programme will be grown to accommodate the

increased numbers.

The building work completed in Diepsloot means that the centre can cater for double

the number of children in itôsEarly Childhood Development programme compared to last year.

Western Cape ïFeeding Many Mouths

The food kitchens at the Nelson Mandela

Peace Park in Delft and at the Mfuleni

Community Park in Mfuleni form a critical

component of our community development

and support work in Townships in the

Western Cape. The kitchens are providing

food to desperately impoverished families

and health patients in need of nutritional

food. Currently we are feeding on average

265 and 295 clients daily in Delft and

Mfuleni respectively. Both food gardens

are organic and only use natural fertilizers

and pesticides. The produce from the

food garden is used in the food kitchen.

Over the coming year we plan to increase

the size of the food gardens by 1,750m2

and 800m2 at Delft and Mfuleni

respectively.
